NO class work, supervi sed work, abstract or
copies will be accepted

Jury Process

Jury is by digital submission only. Entrants may
submit up to three pieces of artwork for
consideration. Do not submit images of work
that are not available for display. Please take
note, if you are accepted and withdraw your
piece, you will be disqualified from entering
any AFAL exhibition for two years. No
substituted images will be accepted. Digital files
will be printed and compared to accepted
original art. Inconsistent images may be
rejected. Entries that do not adhere to the
guidelines in this prospectus will not be
judged.

Image Requirements

Please use a non-smearing pen when labeling
CD. When emailing or mailing your files, make
sure all images are right side up. Entries should
be prepared in RGB/jpg format, 300 dpi

resolution with 900 pixels as the largest
dimension. In the body of the email or on the
CD, please indicate the title, medium and both
the size of the actual artwork and the OUTER
dimensions of your framed piece. Only the
canvas image should be seen in the image.
Labeling should read as follows:

Framing Requirements

All accepted work must be properly framed,
wired, labeled and have a suitable backing-
paper, cardboard, foam board, etc. No clip
frames will be accepted. Juried work will not be
hung if it does not meet these guidelines. On
the back of each painting, attach a 3x5 card to
the top right hand corner with your name, title,
medium, price and phone number. Entries
without identifying card cannot be displayed.
Size requirements are: NO LARGER than 400
wide x 480 high, FRAMED. This means the
outer measurements of your frame.

Delivery and Hanging

Accepted work must be delivered to the Roswell
Visual Arts Center between 10 AM and 1 PM,
Monday, August 10, 2009. No entries will be
accepted after 1 PM, NO ACCEPTIONS.

Shipped Artwork

Out of town entries that are accepted will
receive detailed information regarding shipping.

¥ A fee of $45 for one painting in one box
or $50 for two paintings in one box will
be required for all shipped entries to
cover unpacking, delivery, pickup and
repacking of artwork only. Return
shipping instructions will be included
upon acceptance.
